ity; coronary thrombosis; closed-angle glaucoma;
pregnancy.

SP: Heart disease, mild hypertension, CHF or angina
of effort; prostate hyperplasia; patients w/ history of
drug or alcohol abuse; DM; psychotic patients; renal
disease. Growth retardation may occur in children.

Known severe structural
cardiac abnormalities, cardiomyopathy, serious heart
rhythm abnormalities, or other serious cardiac disor-
ders that could increase the risk of sudden death,
anorexia nervosa, hyperthyroidism, phaeochromocy-
toma, vasculitis, cerebrovascular disorders. Extend-
ed-release form: Severe hypertension, heart failure,
arrhythmia, hyperthyroidism, recent Ml or angina.

SP: Pregnancy & lactation. History of alcohol or
drug abuse.

AR: Angina, arrhythmia, cerebral arteritis, cerebral
occlusion, changes in BP, MI, necrotising vasculitis,
palpitation, pulse changes, stroke, tachycardia; anxi-
ety, abnormal behavior, depression, irritability, dizzi-

ropinirole. May increase serum levels of anticoagu-
lants, phenylbutazone, phenytoin, TCAs.

Severe toxic reactions w/ cloni-
dine. Increased risk of hypertensive crisis w/ MAOIs.

Acute pulmonary insufficiency or
marked neuromuscular resp weakness including
unstable myasthenia gravis; severe resp depres-
sion. Neonates.

SP: May induce anterograde amnesia; caution
patients to have uninterrupted sleep of 7-8 hr after
ingestion of dose. May impair ability to drive or oper-
ate machinery. Depression, esp if suicidal risk may
be present. History of drug abuse or acute alco-
holism. Hepatic & renal impairment. Respiratory
disease. Debilitated patients. Patients who are at
risk of falls. Children, elderly. Pregnancy & lactation.

AR: Hypotension, palpitation; agitation, aggressive-
ness, amnesia, ataxia, confusion, delusions, disori-
entation, dizziness, drowsiness, fatigue, hallucina-
tion, hangover, headache, irritability, nightmares,
psychoses, rage, restlessness, sedation; rash;

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I: Anorectic in short-term treatment of moderate to
severe obesity.

Cl: Pulmonary hypertension, advanced arterioscle-
rosis, moderate to severe hypertension, hyperthy-
roidism, CV disease, glaucoma, history of alcohol/
drug abuse, agitated states, use during or w/in 14
days following MAOQI therapy. Lactation.

SP: Hypertension, DM, seizure disorder, Tourette’s
syndrome, patients who have used other anorexi-
gens w/in the past year; children. May impair abil-
ity to drive & operate machinery. Potential for drug
dependency. Discontinue if results are not satisfac-
tory w/in 4 wk or if tolerance develops. History of
epilepsy. Renal or hepatic disease. Pregnancy.

AR: Urticaria, Gl upsets, palpitations, tachycardia,
elevated blood pressure, overstimulation, restless-
ness, insomnia, tremor, headache, dry mouth,
dizziness, dysphoria, euphoria, psychosis, chang-
es in libido & impotence. Primary pulmonary HTN
& valvular heart disease.

DI: Decreased excretion by antacids, carbonic anhy-
drase inhibitors (e.g. acetazolamide, dichlorphena-
mide, methazolamide).

w/ other sympathomimetic agents. There is a risk of
arrhythmias when used w/ TCA. May reduce serum
concentrations of phenytoin, phenobarb & etho-
suximide. Severe hypertensive episodes w/ MAOIs.
Primary pulmonary HTN or valvular heart disease
may occur when phentermine is used concur-
rently w/ fenfluramine or dexfenfluramine. Avoid
concurrent use w/ sibutramine. May decrease insu-
lin requirements in patients w/ diabetes. Severe
adverse reactions w/ SSRIs.

SP: Arrhythmia or tachycardia; occlusive vascular
disorders e.g. arteriosclerosis, renal impairment,
prostatic enlargement.

AR: Confusion, dizziness, drowsiness, fatigue,

skilled tasks; personality disorders or organic brain
changes; history of alcohol or drug addiction.

Patients should be warned from doing any work
involving mental alertness or motor coordination
after ingestion of the drug. Pregnancy & lactation.

AR: Amnesia, drowsiness, dizziness, diarrhoea,
nausea, vomiting, abnormal thinking & behav-
iour, drugged feelings, back pain, ataxia, hiccups,
confusion, euphoria, insomnia, vertigo, diplopia,
abnormal vision.

Reduced effect of hypnotic effects w/ rifampic-
in. Increased risk of prolonged sedation & resp
depression w/ ritonavir.

SP: Renal insufficiency; given to patients in pain
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may provoke a paradoxical excitatory reaction,
unless an analgesic is given concomitantly; may
impair ability to drive or operate machinery.

AR: Dependence; drowsiness, sedation, ataxia;
resp depression; headache; Gl disturbances; skin
reactions; confusion & memory defects; paradoxi-
cal excitement, irritability; hypersensitivity reac-
tions; haematologic disorders.

DI: Sedation or resp depression may be enhanced
by drugs w/ CNS depressants; MAOIs may prolong
the CNS depressant effects & also reduce the
convulsive threshold, thereby antagonise the anti-
convulsant action of barbiturates.

AR: Physical dependence, weakness or faintness;
sedation, dizziness, euphoria, lightheadedness,
headache, irritability, alterations of mood; disturbed
dreams, insomnia; syncope; muscle tremors; resp
depression; blurred vision, nystagmus, diplopia,
miosis, visual hallucinations, disorientation, confu-
sion; hypertension, tachycardia, circulatory depres-
sion; shock; hypotension; laryngospasm, dry
mouth, taste alteration, nausea, vomiting, constipa-
tion; seizures, diaphoresis; rash; blood dyscrasias,
agranulocytosis, granulocytopenia; local tissue
damages (SC), muscle fibrosis (IM).

SP: Mental depression; acute and chronic pain;
hepatic and renal impairment. Parenteral admin to
patients w/ HTN, hypotension, cardiovascular or
pulmonary disease. Too rapid IV admin may result in
resp depression, apnea, laryngospasm, or vasodila-
tion w/ fall in blood pressure. Pregnancy, lactation,
elderly. May impair ability to perform activities requir-
ing mental alertness or physical coordination (e.g.
driving and operating machinery).

AR: Drowsiness, somnolence, dizziness, anxiety,
insomnia; hypotension, apnea, resp depression,
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bronchospasm, laryngospasm, bradycardia, CNS
depression, physical and psychological depend-
ence, psychiatric disturbance, confusion, halluci-
nations, nightmares, thinking abnormality, synco-
pe, hyperkinesias, ataxia, agitation, nervousness,
nausea, vomiting, constipation.

I: Anxiety.

Cl: Pre-existing CNS depression or coma, resp
depression, acute pulmonary insufficiency or sleep
apnea; severe hepatic impairment; not indicated for
chronic psychosis, phobic or obsessional states;
may precipitate suicide or aggressive behavior, not
used alone to treat depression or anxiety associ-
ated w/ depression; glaucoma.

SP: Chronic pulmonary insufficiency; elderly or
debilitated patients; muscle weakness, impaired
liver or kidney function; drowsiness may affect
skilled tasks; monitor cardiorespiratory function
when used for deep sedation; patients w/ personal-
ity disorders or organic brain changes; pregnancy
& lactation; history of alcohol or drug addiction due
to risk of dependence. Resp depression & hypo-
tension w/ parenteral administration; therefore this
route should only be used when facilities for revers-
ing resp depression are available.

AR: Drowsiness, sedation, muscle weakness &
ataxia; less frequently vertigo, headache, confu-
sion, depression, slurred speech, changes in libi-
do, tremor, visual disturbances, urinary retention,
Gl disturbances, changes in salivation & amnesia;
rarely, jaundice, blood disorders & hypersensitiv-
ity reactions; pain & thrombophlebitis; raised liver
enzyme values; paradoxical excitation.

DI: Enhanced sedation or resp & CV depression
w/ drugs w/ CNS depressant properties eg, antide-
pressants, antihistamines, antipsychotics, general
anesthetics, other hypnotics or sedatives, opioid
analgesics & cisapride. Alcohol. Drugs which alter
the hepatic microsomal enzymes.

I: Severe intractable insomnia.

Cl: Children, young adults, elderly & debilitated
patients. Patients w/ depression or w/ a history of
drug or alcohol abuse or addiction. Insomnia caused
by pain. Acute porphyria. Severe hepatic impairment.
History of CNS depression or coma, pulmonary insuf-
ficiency & sleep apnoea. Pregnancy & lactation.

SP: Renal impairment. Drowsiness may persist
until the next day. Tolerance & dependence likely.
Must not be withdrawn abruptly as withdrawal
syndrome (including mortality) may occur.

AR: Drowsiness, ataxia, paradoxical excitement,
confusion, headache & CNS depression; resp
depression; Gl disorders; hepatitis; fever; megalo-
blastic anaemia. Erythema multiforme; exfoliative
dermatitis.

DI: Butobarbital is a potent liver enzyme inducer
& may reduce the effect of coumarin for up to 6
wk. Additive CNS depression w/ alcohol. Reduced
effect of TCAs (such as amitriptyline, clomipramine,
desipramine, dosulepin, imipramine, melitracen etc),
corticosteriods (such as hydrocortisone, dexameth-
asone etc), coumarins, darifenacin, disopyramide,
doxorubicin, metronidazole, theophylline & tolvap-
tan. It is also likely that the drug level of lidocaine
is reduced due to the increased liver enzyme activ-
ity. May reduce drug level of memantine. Increased
sedation w/ thalidomide. Concurrent long-term use
w/ phenmetrazine may result in psychosis. Concur-
rent use w/ Na oxybate is contraindicated due to the
additive CNS depressant effect. Butobarbital is a
potent inducer of CYP3A4 & is expected to reduce
the AUC of gefitinib significantly.

I: Moderate to severe pain for morphine hypersen-
sitive patient. Adjunct to preoperative sedation.
Relief of pain after operation.

Cl: Hypersensitivity. Opioid non-tolerant patients.
Acute or post-op pain, mild or intermittent chronic
pain that can be managed w/ less potent anal-
gesics. Transdermal: resp depression, especially
when facilities for monitoring & resuscitation are
unavailable. Acute or severe bronchial asthma;
paralytic ileus. Intranasal spray: previous facial
radiotherapy, recurrent episodes of epistaxis.

SP: Myasthaenia gravis. Head injury; increased-
intracranial pressure; intracranial lesions; renal or
hepatic impairment; neonates. Increased risk of
resp depression in elderly, debilitated, cachectic
patients, patient w/ hypoxia or hypercapnia. Hypo-
thyroidism, prostatic hyperplasia, inflammatory
bowel disorders, bradycardia or bradyarrhythmi-
as. Rapid IV infusion may cause skeletal muscle
& chest wall rigidity, impaired ventilation or resp
distress/arrest. Pre-existing medical conditions
that predispose patients to hypoventilation. Fever.
Prolonged use may cause tolerance, psychologi-
cal & physical dependence. Abrupt withdrawal after
prolonged admin may lead to withdrawal symp-
toms. Lactation. Pregnancy (avoid high doses or
prolonged usage). Childn < 2 yr (parenteral), <16
yr (buccal lozenge), <18 yr (buccal tab).

AR: Nausea, vomiting; bradycardia, oedema, CNS
depression, confusion, dizziness, drowsiness,
headache, sedation, transient hypotension, periph-
eral vasodilation; increased intracranial pressure.
High IV dose may cause chest wall rigidity. Trans-
dermal: Rash, erythema & itching. Resp depres-
sion, trunk rigidity, reduced pulmonary compli-
ance, apnoea, laryngospasm, bronchoconstriction.
Buccal lozenges: dental decay including caries,
tooth loss, gum line erosion.

DI: Depressant effects may be enhanced by
other CNS depressants e.g. alcohol, anaesthet-
ics, anxiolytics, hypnotics, TCAs & antipsychotics.
Ammonium CI may increase excretion of fentanyl.
Phenothiazines may increase hypotensive effect of
opioid analgesics. Serum levels may be increased
by CYP3A4 inhibitors (e.g. azole antifungals,
clarithromycin, diclofenac, doxycycline, erythromy-
cin, imatinib, isoniazid, nefazodone, nicardipine,
propofol, protease inhibitors, quinidine, telithromy-
cin & verapamil). May reduce the efficacy of pegvi-
somant. Serum levels may be reduced by rifamycin
derivatives. May increase serotonergic effect of
SSRIs & sibutramine.

I: Moderate to severe pain.

Cl: Acute resp depression; acute bronchial asth-
ma,; acute alcoholism; risk of paralytic ileus; raised
intracranial pressure or head injury. Lactation.

SP: Dose should be individualised. Prolonged QT
interval; CV disease; hepatic impairment; elec-
trolyte abnormalities; concommitant use of QT
prolonging drug; resp disease; elderly. May impair
ability to drive or operate machinery. Family history
of sudden death. Pregnancy. Childn.

AR: Nausea; vomiting; constipation; anorexia;
abdominal pain; drowsiness; resp depression; hypo-
tension; bradycardia; euphoria; headache; dyspho-
ria; urinary retention; miosis; visual disturbances;
impotence; dizziness; sweating; pruritis; asthenia;
arrythmias; QT prolongation. Cardiac arrest; resp
arrest; shock. Pain at inj site, local tissue irritation
& induration. Sleep apnoea. Pulmonary edema
(overdosage), choreic movements (long-term use),
hypoadrenalism (chronic addiction).
